JVC Festival grew out of the Newport Jazz Festival, the world' sfirst jazz festival, creasted by George Wein in 1954.

In 1998, three college jazz combos, as sdected by DOWN BEAT magazine, were invited to perform at the festival.
In 1999, DOWN BEAT invited the Milwaukee High School of the Arts Jazz Lab Combo, under the direction of Clifford
Gribble, to share the opportunity with two college groups. MY SO Jazz Studies, Clifford Gribble, Program Director, is
only the second high school jazz program ever invited to perform at the JVC Jazz Festival in New Y ork!

Members of MY SO Bronzeville Jazz Quartet were Kellen Abston, dto sax, Spencer Jenich, piano, Ben
Foldy, bass and Fred Boswell, drums. Jenich attended Marquette University High School and the others were students at
Milwaukee High School of the Arts.

Members of the other MY SO jazz combo, Apex, were Sam Neufeld, trumpet; Quinten Farr, piano, Rob
Lundberg, bass and Fred Boswell, drums. All were Milwaukee High School of the Arts students, except Neufeld, who
attended Maple Dae Middle Schooal.
