























MILWAUKEE CHORISTERS’ SPRING CONCERT


TO HAVE “YOU” THEME





	Musical settings of texts that address “you” - either directly or indirectly - will make up the program of the Milwaukee Choristers when they present “”To Thee We Sing.”  The Spring Concert by the 75-voice chorus will take place on Friday, April 26th and Saturday, April 27th, in Kostka Hall of Mount Mary College, 2900 N. Menomonee River Parkway.  Concert time both nights is 8:00 p.m.


	Advance tickets for the concert are $10 per person.  They may be purchased from members of the chorus or by calling 414/355-8030.  The cost for tickets purchased at the door will be $12.  Senior tickets are $10 and student tickets are $5 apiece


	Choristers conductor, Dr. James B. Kinchen, Jr. of Sturtevant, has selected a wide variety of “you”-themed songs for the concert.  Among them are: “Te Deum Laudamus” (We praise thee, o God) by Franz Josef Haydn;  the anthem from Ernest Bloch’s three-part work, “America;” “Tota Pulchra” (Thou art all fair) by Pablo Casals; “Psalm 90” by Charles Ives; George M. Cohan’s “You’re A Grand Old Flag;” “Golden Slumbers,” a 17th century English folk song; “Tu es petrus” (Thou art Peter) by Giovanni Pierluigi da Palestrina; “Beautiful Dreamer” by Stephen Foster;  and Roger Wagner’s arrangement of the spiritual, “Go Down Moses.”


	The chorus will perform for the first time an arrangement of “The Star Spangled Banner” by  Patricia Ilika Black of Racine, the Milwaukee Choristers’ accompanist since 1993.


Other composers or arrangers represented on the program include Else Aas; Eric Thiman; Thomas Dorsey; Robert de Cormier; and Roland Carter.
